Kundurik: Wooden effigies erected at the entrance of villages for offerings in the name of the 

deceased person 

Community(ies) Concerned: 

Kalasha community of Bumburet, Birir, and Rumbur are concerned with the element. Particularly 

craftspersons are involved in the making of the statues on a voluntary basis. Qazi’s and elders 

well versed in religious matters are invited to pray in the process. Each tribe and particular clan 

members erect the effigy in honour of their deceased relatives so whoever constructs the effigy 

is concerned directly, but the entire community takes part.
